These lessons each have three levels of objectives. Level One is for the students at a low level of English ability. Level two would be for the more normal, average level of English ability common to the majority of Taiwanese students. Level three would be suitable for those students with a higher English ability. With three levels of difficulty, more students can participate in English activities, feel achievement in learning English and

Fast Food

Battleship – draw a 6 X 6 grid. Skip the top left hand corner, label the other top cells A, B, C, D, and E. Skip the top left hand cell, label the left hand column 1, 2, 3, 4, and 5. Plan beforehand the location of 5 reward cells (gold bars) and fine penalty cells (bombs). First ask the student to practice ordering fast food. “I want a cheeseburger, medium fries and a small soda.” Etc. Student may choose a cell (i.e. C5). According to your plan, write an “X” if there is neither a reward or penalty. Draw in a gold bar or trophy for a reward and a bomb for a penalty. Award plus ten points for a reward, and minus 10 points for a penalty.

Fast Food relay: Obtain a tray, burger box and fries box for each team. Students stand in lines and the first two perform the conversation as role A and role B. Then student two becomes A, turns around and performs the conversation with student 3 who reads B. The last student in the line must read A with the first student in line reading B. Then the team is finished. The first team to finish all members performing the conversation is the winner.

Glass Slipper



Clown shoe Relay – divide into teams. Divide each team into two parts on opposite sides of the room. Person A from each team must sit down, put on the clown shoes and walk quickly to the other side of the room, take off the shoes, give them to the second person, who puts them on and walks quickly to the other side. I got clip art of ten items of clothing. I used “wingdings” font for a symbol for jump (skip) and go back (reverse) I used normal Times Roman for the +2 (plus 2) and a change color card. I got colored dots from a book store. I put a picture in the middle, the English name or word under the picture and two colored dots on each card. There are four suits, red, blue, green and yellow. Each suit will have one of each picture or command card. Game is played the same as regular UNO. The difference is that as each player lays down a card, he/she must say the color and name of clothing – such as “Yellow shirt. Green shoes, etc.” Winner is the first student with no cards.

Ticket race – Have four or five students stand in the corners and center of the room. These are your ticket agents. Each ticket agent has a limited number and a varied quantity of tickets for each destination. Each destination has a different color ticket. (I use pre-cut name card stock from a book store.) Students much practice the conversation with the “ticket agent” and then receive a ticket to the requested destination i.e. Taipei. If the agent has enough tickets, the student get that color ticket and goes on to another ticket agent. If the tickets to that city are sold our at that agent, the agent must say, “I’m sorry. I don’t have any tickets to “Kaohsiung” etc. The first five or ten students who collect tickets to each of the destinations are rewarded.

Note: I use a number of game board such as Snakes and Ladders. Because I teach Junior High age students, and because “Snakes and Ladders” is more for younger students, I draw my own board with age appropriate rewards and penalties. For example, the “ladder” for mine is a mountain/rock climber on a rope. The penalty is a nutter sawing a limb off a tree while sitting on the outside of the limb. 

Any other board game can be tweaked to suit the age level of the students. I have even used board games with classes of retirees. The only trick is to make sure the students first make a sentence using the lesson pattern before they take their turn.
