	Textbook. Four assignment sheets (one for each team), each has 5 different cities (3 from Taiwan, 2 from international countries), a weather company, and the links to the weather websites. Example weather poster with dialogue (“Hi, I’m Brian from BBC News…”).



	Objectives

	Have students present weather in various cities

	Basic Vocabulary and Sentence Patterns

	Vocab: cloudy, rainy, sunny, windy, go camping, go fishing, go hiking, go swimming.


	Sentence patterns: “How’s the weather?” “It’s sunny.”


	Procedures

	Materials/Tools

	I. Warming up 
Ask “How’s the weather?”, look for a couple responses. Each team that answers gets one point.
II. Introduction
· Review weather vocabulary and sentences.

· Introduce supplementary vocabulary (rainy, stormy, cloudy, windy, foggy, sunny).

III. Activities
· Show students how to check the weather online (www.accuweather.com, www.cwb.gov.tw).
· Have a “lottery” to choose the weather company and cities 

· Show an example of a weather report poster. Demonstrate how to perform the weather report. Separate each team into 6-7 individuals. Each person says two to three sentences.
i. Person 1: “Hi, I’m Brian from BBC News. I’ll tell you the weather report.
ii. Person 2: How’s the weather in Yilan? High, 29 degrees. Low, 26 degrees. It’s sunny and hot. 
iii. Person 3: How’s the weather in ____? High, ___ degrees. Low, __ degrees. It’s ____ and ____.
iv. Repeat this process for People 4-6

v. Person 7 (or 1): Well, that’s all

vi. Everybody: See you next time!
· Give 10 minutes for practice.

· Have Person 1 from each team stand up and say their lines. Then have Person 2 from each team stand up and say their lines. Etc.

· With remaining time, team leaders come up and select the color for their weather poster, then 
IV. Assessment
· Assessment is done through the activity where we have the kids stand up and say their lines.
V. Closure

· Assign homework, which is to finish coloring their weather poster, and also to check the weather in their corresponding cities.
