	Procedures

	Materials/Tools

	I. Warming up 
Look at each team’s poster. Ask them “How’s the weather?” in one of their cities. Have them respond, each team gets one point.
II. Introduction
· The teacher once more does a quick review of how to present the weather

III. Activities
· Have Person 1 from each team stand up and say their lines. Then have Person 2 from each team stand up and say their lines. Etc.

· Give 10 minutes for practice and review

· Tell the students to be quiet and respect each other while they are presenting
· Have the students present, allow them to take no more than 4 minutes. Film students while they are presenting. Immediately after they present, briefly tell them one or two good things about their presentation, and one or two areas for improvement.
· Select the best team, give them their favorite candy.
IV. Assessment
· Assessment is done during and after their performances.
V. Closure
