	(Review sight words:

  Lead students to review all the Level A sight words.
1. The first time: Read 3 words at a time as a review. Teacher puts the Sight Words Flashcards on the blackboard; students read the sight words out loud. 
2. The second time: Teacher pairs up students. Students take turns to read the Yilan County Sight Words List to their partners.
(Read through Sight Words Reading/Level A: “Hide and Seek”
  Silently read through “Hide and Seek” once again. Teacher can choose an activity like “Busy Bee” to have the students practice reading the text (Suggestion: if you do an activity like this, spend less time reviewing the words). Read the article together once more, but out loud and as a whole class.

(Sentence scramble

Teacher divides students into groups. Each group gets an envelope containing all sentences cut out from the “Hide and Seek” story, as well as a blank worksheet. Cut out a strip for each line of the story and put them in an envelope. Prepare as many envelopes as there are teams. Play the story and have the students listen. The first team to correctly rearrange the lines and glue it on to the worksheet wins the game. (Optional: Have the winning team read the text out loud and have the rest of the class check the order.)
(For advanced students

Perform the same activity as above, but only include

selected sentences in each article. For example, choose

“What is it?”, “Three… two… one… go!”, and “I see you! My

turn!” Students listen to the CD and still must place these

three sentences in the correct order.

Choose another activity to perform with the class, or read

a different article.

	Other Possible Activities:
	Required Materials:

	(Teacher Says—Teacher assigns an action to each sight word. Teacher calls out a sight word, students perform the associated action.


	None

	(Go Fish—Students say a sight word and draw a card from their partner’s deck. If it matches, take the card. If it doesn’t, put it back. Play until someone runs out of cards or time is up.


	*Student flashcards for each sight word

	(Ordering Game—Teacher calls out sight words in a random order. Students put the words in order.


	Either student flashcards or the teacher’s Sight Words Flashcards

	(Fill in the Blank—Teacher writes a sentence on the board, where one word is blanked out. Students must fill in the blank. (If this activity is too difficult, try using a multiple-choice format, or listening to the CD).


	None (Optional: Text, CD)

	(Memory—Write flashcards with the associated Chinese meaning for each sight word. Flip them over and put them on the blackboard with the English flashcards in a random order. Students try and match them with their English word. 


	Sight Words Flashcards, flashcards with Chinese meaning of each sight word

	(Creative Writing—Students use the sight words they have learned in order to create one (or more) sentence(s). This can be used as an exit ticket to leave the classroom.


	(Optional: Paper exit tickets)

	(Matching Game—Students play the matching game. Students who match the words can take away the cards.
	*Student flashcards for each sight word

	(Busy Bee—Assign an action to selected sight words. Then read the text out loud and have the students perform the action as the Teacher says each word. For example, the Teacher selects “I,” “here,” and “go” as the target sight words. Students have to thump their chest when they hear “I,” point their finger toward the ground when they hear “here,” and run in place when they hear “go.”
