The first student to get 3 straight lines is the winner.

	Lesson Objectives:

Students can recognize and use the following sentences in dialogues:

	Activities Observed:

· Jenny and Dante led a warm-up activity by chants.

· Dante greeted students with daily expressions. (Good morning. How are you? How’s the weather? It’s cloudy.)

· Dante showed word cards to students. Students repeated each word till Dante removed the card.

· Ss asked Dante questions, using target sentences.

· Ss were divided into two groups and played a Bomb game, which gave students ample opportunities to practice the target sentences.

· Dante and Jenny reviewed phonics rules, followed by a Squeaky Hammer activity, where Ss listened for words containing the short vowel /i/ like pig, pin, big, thin, insect, wig, and hit the word said by the teacher or fellow students. 



	Reflection on Observation:

The teachers gave students ample opportunities to practice applying newly learned words and sentence patterns to dialogues, and kept students motivated to learn. They managed time, materials, and physical space to facilitate learning by all students. Specifically, Dante demonstrated flexibility in the teaching process to address students’ needs. He was able to pay attention to students who were quiet in class and encouraged them to participate.

The teachers’ class management was successful. When misbehavior was noticed in one team, one point was given to the other team. There were no penalties for misbehavior. This is an effective alternative to manage a class.

	Suggestions for Future Lessons:

The teachers may consider using dictation as a wrap-up activity for phonics at the end of the lesson. Dictation is effective for applying phonics skills to writing and it will help bring students back to their normal level of excitement for the next class.

	Activities Observed:

· Scorpio led a warm-up activity, having students match words they had learned.

· Harry taught the three prepositional phrases at the beach, in the mountains, and on the island through the pictures on the Smart Board. 

· Scorpio explained the usage of the three prepositional phrases and the differences between past and present tenses in Chinese. Students wrote down present tense forms next to the corresponding past tense verbs (e.g., are for were; am for was) in the textbook. 

· Harry led the practice of the sentences, using pictures on Smart Boards as cues. 

· Students practiced the sentences in pairs. Harry and Scorpio moved around and made sure students had no problems with the practice.

· Students listened to the textbook chant “Were you on the Island Last Night?” and chanted along with the audio tape.

· Students wrote words and sentences on the textbooks.



	Reflection on Observation:

The lesson was well-structured, with identifiable sequence of activities organized toward the goals of learning. The teachers used the Smart Board well. Most of the students stayed focused on the lesson. 



	Suggestions for Future Lessons:

Instead of relying on Smart Boards completely, the teachers may consider creating a learning environment where the teachers can have more interactions with the students. For example, the teachers can ask questions that are immediately meaningful to students and that require authentic answers such as, Were you in the classroom last night? Are you in the classroom? Were you in the mountains last night? Are you in the mountains? In a similar vein, the teachers may consider placing familiar objects in, on, or at different objects, having students observe the layout of the objects closely for a designated time, then covering the objects, and asking students questions such as Were the pen on the book? Where the book on the chair? Using words students had learned in new patterns helps students recycle old knowledge and enhances teaching/learning new patterns.

	Lesson Objectives:

1. Be familiar with key vocabulary: teacher, student, doctor, nurse

2. Use the sentence pattern: “My mother/father is a teacher/doctor/nurse/student.”

	Activities Observed:

1. Review words on body parts. Sing the song “Head, shoulders, knees, and toes.”

2. Teach new vocabulary. Use PPT file on Jenny’s family to talk about family members and their professions. 

3. Use “What’s Missing” game to guess the missing words/pictures. 

4. Use a pie-chart as a score sheet to keep records. 

	Reflection on Observation:

1. The PPT files were creatively designed. The one with Jenny’s family could catch students’ attention and interest. The one with missing words/pictures reinforced the learning of key vocabulary. 

2. The two teachers coordinated and cooperated well in class, with Jenny demonstrated the language and Brian translated part of it into Chinese sometimes. When Brian was teaching, Jenny offered support to individual students. 

	Suggestions for Future Lessons:

1. The focus of the lesson was pretty much on vocabulary. It was a good idea to personalize the lesson by showing Jenny’s family photos. Maybe Brian can do the same by showing his family photo and then ask students to bring their family photos to the next class. That way, students can talk about their family members and what they do (if some family members are students/doctors/teachers/nurses etc.).

2. Phonics has been incorporated but some sounds need to be emphasized. For example, the /s/ sound in “nurse” and the /k/ sound in “doctor.”

3. In the anagram activity, the scrambled letters need to be separated further apart, so they don’t look like a word. For example, instead of showing “neurs” for students to guess the word “nurse,” it would be better to show the string of letters as “ n  e  u  r  s.” 

4. The class still appeared to be a bit noisy. The purpose of the pie chart activity needed to be  clearer.

	Activities Observed:

1. Sandhya read the story “A Tale of Two Tails” to students with the emphasis on rhyming words and Jennifer offered some explanation in Chinese as a way to check comprehension. 

2. The teacher introduced key words and their spellings via Smartboard activities. Students were given pictures of the key words to color. Then sentence pattern was introduced and teacher showed pictures of different sizes of whales/shrimp/crab, etc for comparison using the sentence “Is the __ bigger than___?”. 

3. Play memory game like “Which picture is missing?” 

4. The students in each group were given a writing board to spell words. 



	Reflection on Observation:

1. The students were very involved and participated actively in class. 

2. The two teachers cooperated well. They used Smartboard effectively. 



	Suggestions for Future Lessons:

1. The story can be supported with language learning activities. For example, students can be led to read and predict what will happen next in the story. Students can be invited to read the story aloud. The teacher can ask students comprehension questions to see if they understand the story.

2. The coloring activity can be designed so that students need to write the key words next to the pictures. That way language learning can be reinforced. 

3. When comparison was made in sentence ”The ___ is bigger than___,” attention needs to be paid to the size of the picture and the actual size of the object. For example, the sentence “The shrimp is bigger than the whale” is not realistic in real life. So maybe it is better to say “This whale is bigger than this shrimp.”

	Reflection on Observation:

The roles of the teachers were clear.  The class behaved quite well.  Students seemed focused.  The class went in an orderly fashion.



	Suggestions for Future Lessons:

Erin introduced the words beginning with “gr” and “gl”.  Richard supplemented when necessary.  It will be nice if context can be provided as Erin introduced words.  For example,  when Erin explained the word, “grow”, Erin might want to provide example sentences in which the word “grow” can be used.
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
